The Financial Intelligence Office (ñGIFò) was set up under 

Executive Ruling no.227/2006 on 8 August of 2006 with 

the core function of collecting, analyzing and disseminating 

information on  suspicious transactions of money launder-

ing and terrorist financing. The setting up of the Office is to 

cope with the implementation of Law no. 2/2006 and Law 

no.3/2006 on Prevention and Suppression of Crime of 

Money Laundering and Prevention and Suppression of 

Crime of Terrorism.   

  

Another important duty of GIF is to extract statistical data 

periodically from STRs received, and to provide instructive information such as trends and typologies to 

the supervisory agencies and reporting entities.

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INTERNATIONAL TRENDS AND DEVELOPMENTS - 

Casino Accounts 
As we have mentioned in Issue 1 of our newsletter for the Gaming Sector, the study jointly carried out by the 

Asia Pacific Group on Money Laundering (APG) and Financial Action Task Force (FATF) pinpoints some of 

the most common money laundering methods being used in the casinos globally.  We have already discussed the 

óUse of Casino Value Instrumentsô as money laundering method, and in this issue we will continue to take a 

closer look at the next method - óUse of Casino Accountsô. 

Casino Accounts 
 

Casino accounts provide criminals further opportunities to attempt laundering criminal crime proceeds.  Many 

casinos offer deposit accounts, lines of credit and also offer private safe deposit boxes, particularly to VIP / 

óHigh Rollerô customers, with less scrutiny and CDD requirements than financial institutions.  The frequent 

movement of funds between financial institutions and casinos, or between casino accounts held in different 

casinos may be vulnerable for money laundering.  The most commonly used  casino facilities are listed below: 

 

¶ Cashing cheques into casino accounts - Some casinos allow cus-

tomers to cash various types of cheques and use the proceeds for gambling.  

Cheques could be signed over to the bearer by the cheque recipient.  Proceeds 

from illegal activity were initially used to draw these cheques with the aim of 

avoiding the casinoôs suspicion. 

¶ Deposits into casino accounts by wire transfers or bank cashierôs 

cheque -Funds are deposited by wire transfer or bank cheque, then cashed out 

or moved to other accounts with minimal or no gambling activity.  Cashed out 

funds are sometimes stored in casino safety deposit boxes or held in the form 

of safekeeping markers and then cashed out. 

¶ Foreign Holding Accounts (FHAs) - Accounts that are held in one 

jurisdiction by the casino, but the funds can be used to gamble in another jurisdiction under the same casino 

group.  For example, funds held in a FHA account in Country X can be used to gamble at a casino in Country 

Y.  The money held in the account does not physically leave Country X and is not subject to cash declarations.  

Large casinos may operate marketing offices in jurisdictions other than where the casino is located.  Patrons 

are able to pay in funds to their casino account before playing abroad without sending a cross-border wire 

transfer to the casino overseas..

¶ Wire transfers from Casas de Cambio to casino accounts through online banking  - Casas de Cambio in 

another jurisdiction may wire transfer funds to casinos through online banking in another jurisdiction.  Some 

Casas de Cambio in Asia have corresponding bank accounts which allow them wire transfer of large amounts 

of cash through online banking, to casinos and other 

institutions throughout the world. 

¶ Safety deposit boxes  - Some casinos offer safety 

deposit boxes to patrons, in particular to óHigh 

Rollerô patrons in VIP rooms.  These present a risk 

due to the lack of transparency with the use of such 

boxes and the possibility for third parties to be given 

access to safety deposit boxed via a password or key, 

to facilitate financial transactions.

CASE STUDIES 

Case I ï Casino wire transfer  

A front man from a crime syndicate claimed to be a businessman 

and opened front money accounts with casinos of the same busi-

ness group in Country A and Country B.  His front money account 

in Country A received large number of wire transfer from around 

the world, some of them being from countries of concern.  The 

front man then requested the casino to wire transfer the money in 

his front money account to the casino in Country B, which he said 

would be used by him for gaming activities in Country B.  He then 

traveled to Country B and used the money to purchase casino 

chips, but only engaged in minimal gaming activities.  The front 

man then cashed out the chips and was seen distributing the cash 

among a group of unknown individuals outside the casino.  Further 

investigations revealed that the money the front man received was 

drug proceeds from different countries in the world.  The front 

man then channeled all the funds into Country B through casino 

front money account.  The unknown individuals were all members 

of the crime syndicate, which conducted loan-sharking activities 

with those drug proceeds. 
 
Red Flags: 

- Significant account transactions within a short period of time; 

- Received funds from different overseas third parties, especially 

those from countries of concern; 

- Funds transferred out of the account shortly after being re-

ceived; 

- Funds transferred to a foreign casino account; 

- Cash handed to different third parties shortly after cash out; 

- Activities were inconsistent with the customerôs profile. 

Recommendations: 

- Adequate control procedures should be applied when patronôs 

front money account receives large volume of funds from over-

seas third parties, especially for those that the senders could not 

be identified; 

- Verification procedures should be carried out to ensure source of 

funds belongs to patron.  If funding is from third parties, identi-

fication and verification procedures on the beneficial owners 

should be made; 

- For this particular case, casino should carry out enhanced CDD 

measures to ensure that the funds being transferred to another 

country are genuinely used in the same manner as stated by the 

patron.
